Companion Animal Control Bylaw

BE IT ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MONTAGUE PURSUANT TO THE
MUNICIPALITIES ACT, R.S.P.E.L

PART 1: TITLE

1 1.1

This Bylaw shall be referred to as the “Town of Montague Companion Animal Control
Bylaw. and may be cited as the “Animal Control Bylaw” from time to time.

PART 11: SCOPE

This Bylaw shall apply to the Town of Montague

PART 111: DEFINITIONS

3. In this Bylaw:

3.1 “Animal” includes but is not limited to dogs, cats. and other domesticated pets;

3.2 “Animal Shelter” means any place designated by the Town of Montague for the
detention of animals impounded as set out in this Bylaw;

33 “Athletic Park” means an area designed for the formal individual. team or competitive
sport activities and shall include all property within the external boundaries of such
fields;

34 “At Large” means an unleashed companion animal in a public place or on private
property other than that of the owner of the companion animal without the permission of
the owner or occupant of said property or a companion animal not under control;

35 “Cat” does not include an unweaned kitten;

3.6 “Cemetery” means all cemeteries located within the Town of Montague;

3.7 “Companion Animal” means any dog or cat, male or female, or any animal that is the
result of the breeding of a companion animal

3.8 “Council” means the Town Council of the Town of Montague,

3.9 “Dog” means a male or female dog, and does not include an unweaned pup;

3.10  “Enforcement Officer” means a duly authorized person appointed by the Town,
including a Bylaw Enforcement Officer and Animal Control Officer, or a member of the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police.

3.11 “Former Owner” means the person who at the time of impoundment was the owner of
an animal which has subsequently been sold or destroyed:
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
