Parking and Traffic Control Bylaw
BE IT ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MONTAGUE PURSUANT TO THE
MUNICIPALITIES ACT, R.S.PE.L
PART 1: TITLE

1. 11 This Bylaw shall be referred to as the Town of Montague Parking and Traffic Control
Bylaw and may be cited as the “Traffic Bylaw” or “Parking Bylaw” from time to time.

PART 11: SCOPE

2. 2.1 This Bylaw shall apply to all streets, roads, lanes, alleys, bridges or rights-of-way,
parking lots designed, or intended for, or used by the general public within the Town of
Montague.

PART 111: ADMINISTRATION

3. 3.1 This bylaw shall be administered and enforced by the Bylaw Enforcement Officer or the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police.

PART 1V: DEFINITIONS

4, In this Bylaw:;

4.1 “Act” means the Highway Traffic Act.

4.2 “bicycle” means every device propelled by human power upon which a person may ride,
having two tandem wheels.
43 “bus” means any motor vehicle designed for carrying more than seven (7) passengers

and used for the transportation of person(s); and any motor vehicle, other than a taxicab,
designed and used for the transportation of person(s) for compensation.

4.4 “centre-line”, accept on a one way roadway, means

(a) the centre of a street measured from the curbs or in the absence of curbs, from
the edges of a street; or

(9] on a street where there are more lanes available for traffic in one direction than
in the other direction, the line dividing the lanes for traffic in different
directions;

4.5 “Chief Administrative Officer” means the Chief Administrative Officer for the Town
of Montague;
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
